Section 1 Chapter§ 341 is amended to add a new subsection 9 as follows: 
§ 341-9. Uniform Towing Fee Schedule for Non-Tractor Trailer Vehicles 
A. All tow companies on the towing list must incorporate the uniform fee schedule and any 

failure to comply with this Section may result in a suspension and/or permanent removal 
from the towing list. 
(1) $125 maximum fee is charged for standard tows if requested between 8:00 AM to 

5:00 PM and a $150 maximum fee is charged for standard tows if requested 
between 5:00 PM and 8:00 AM. 

(2) $175 per hour winch out fee is charged if requested between 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM 
and a $200 per hour winch out fee is charged if requested between 5:00 PM and 
8:00 AM. Winch out fees are only applicable for tows performed 25 feet or greater 
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from the road to recognize the use of lime and resources necessary for such tows. 
If a second truck is necessary, a $100 maximum fee shall be charged. 

(3) $90 maximum fee is charged for service calls. Service calls do not include tows. 
Service calls include services for assistance involving a battery, fuel, lire, lockouts, 
etc. There shall be separate fees for storage and gate services. Storage of 
vehicles kept outside shall cost $40 per business day and storage of vehicles kept 
inside shall cost $50 per business day. Storage fees apply after 24 hours of a 
completed tow only once the owner has been provided an opportunity to retrieve 
their vehicle. A gate fee of $60 shall be charged in the event the owner retrieves 
his or her vehicle during non-business hours. However, the storage fee is waived 
on the date of pick up if the owner is charged a gate fee. 

(4) There shall be a separate fee for mileage in the amount of $4.00 per miles 
applicable in the event the mileage from the tow scene to the tow company exceeds 
a five mile radius and also applicable in the event the mileage from the tow scene to 
the site of vehicle drop off, if it not a tow company facility, exceeds a five mile 
radius. 

Section 2 This Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the State.

A Local Law Creating Chapter 306 of the Broome County Charter and Code 

Regarding Prohibiting Illicit Discharges, Activities 
BE IT ENACTED, by the County Legislature of the County of Broome as follows: 
Section 1 Chapter 306 of the Broome County Charter and Code is created as follows: 
Prohibit Illicit Discharges, Activities and Connections to the Broome County Separate 
Storm Sewer System 
Section 306-1. Purpose/Intent. The purpose of this Local Law is to provide for the health, 
safety, and general welfare of the citizens of the County of Broome through the regulation of 
stormwater and non-stormwater discharges to the municipal separate storm sewer system 
(MS4) to the maximum extent practicable as required by federal and state law. This law 
establishes methods for controlling the introduction of pollutants into the MS4 in order for the 
County of Broome to comply with requirements of the SPDES General Permit for Municipal 
Separate Storm Sewer Systems. The objectives of this Local Law are: 
1.1 To meet the requirements of the SPDES General Permit for Stormwater Discharges 

from MS4s, Permit no. GP-15-003 or as amended or revised; 
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1.2 To regulate the contribution of pollutants to the MS4 since such systems are not 
designed to accept, process or discharge non-stormwater wastes; 

1.3 To prohibit Illicit Connections, Activities and Discharges to the MS4; 
1.4 To establish legal authority to carry out all inspection, monitoring and enforcement 

procedures necessary to ensure compliance with this law; and 
1.5 To promote public awareness of the hazards involved in the improper discharge of 

trash, yard waste, lawn chemicals, pet waste, wastewater, grease, oil, petroleum 
products, cleaning products, paint products, hazardous waste, sediment and other 
pollutants into the MS4. 

This Local Law shall apply to all MS4 designated areas situated within the County of Broome. 
Section 306-2. Definitions. Whenever used in this Local Law, unless a different meaning 
is stated in a definition applicable to only a portion of this Local Law, the following terms will 
be defined and have meanings set forth below: 
2.1 Agricultural Stormwater Runoff: Any stormwater runoff from farm operations, 

and other non-point source agriculture and agricultural uses, but not discharges 
from concentrated animal feeding operations as defined in 40 CFR Section 122.23 
or discharges from concentrated aquatic animal production facilities as defined in 
40 CFR Section 122.24. 

2.2 Best Management Practices (BMPs): Schedules of activities, prohibitions of 
practices, general good housekeeping practices, pollution prevention and 
educational practices, maintenance procedures, and other management practices 
to prevent or reduce the discharge of pollutants directly or indirectly to stormwater, 
receiving waters, or stormwater conveyance systems. BMPs also include treatment 
practices, operating procedures, and practices to control site runoff, spillage or 
leaks, sludge or water disposal, or drainage from raw materials storage. 

2.3 Clean Water Act: The Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. § 1251 et 
seq.), and any subsequent amendments thereto. 

2.4 Construction Activity: Activities requiring authorization under the SPDES permit 
for stormwater discharges from construction activity, GP-0-20-001, as amended or 
revised. These activities include construction projects resulting in land disturbance 
of one or more acres. Such activities include but are not limited to clearing and 
grubbing, grading, excavating, and demolition. 

2.5 County-Owned Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System IMS4}: A conveyance 
or system of conveyances (including roads/streets, facility parking lots & drives, and 
parks with drainage systems including; catch basins, curbs, manholes, gutters, 
ditches, culverts, man-made channels, or storms drains) owned or operated by the 
County of Broome, which includes roads, infrastructure and facilities, designed and 
used for collecting or conveying stormwater, that is not a combined sewer, and 
which is not part of a Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW) as defined at 40 
CFR 122.2. A listing of all County owned roads and properties within the defined 
MS4 boundary shall be included as Exhibit "A" and said listing shall include any and 
all new roadways and County-owned properties as required under the MS4 
Regulations. 

2.6 Department: The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation. 
2.7 Department of Public Works: The Broome County Department of Public Works is 

the County Department that is responsible for managing, monitoring, and reporting 
on the County's Stormwater Management Program in accordance with the general 
MS4 Permit and this Local Law. 

2.8 Design Professional: New York State licensed professional engineer or licensed 
architect. 

2.9 Discharge: Means any addition or introduction of any pollutant, stormwater, or any 
other regulated substance whatsoever into the municipal separate storm sewer 
system (MS4) or into the waters of the United States. 
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2.10 Discharger: Means any person or entity who causes, allows, permits, or is 
otherwise responsible for a discharge into a municipal storm sewer. 

2.11 Facility: Any lands and appurtenances, including but not limited to, construction 
sites, required by the Federal Clean Water Act to have a permit to discharge 
stormwater associated with industrial activity and/or any other regulated activity. 

2.12 Farm Operation: The land and on-farm buildings, equipment, manure processing 
and handling facilities, and practices which contribute to the production, preparation 
and managing of crops, livestock, and livestock products as a commercial 
enterprise. Such farm operation may consist of one or more parcels of owned or 
rented land, which parcels may be contiguous or non-contiguous to each other. 

2.13 Hazardous Materials. Any material, including any substance, waste, or 
combination thereof, which because of its quantity, concentration, or physical, 
chemical, or infectious characteristics may cause, or significantly contribute to, a 
present or potential hazard to human health, safety, property, or the environment 
when improperly treated, stored, transported, disposed of, or otherwise managed. 

2.14 Illicit Connections. Any drain or conveyance, whether on the surface or 
subsurface, which allows an illegal discharge to enter the County-owned MS4, 
including but not limited to: 
A. Any conveyances as regulated under this Local Law which allow any non­

stormwater discharge including treated or untreated sewage, process 
wastewater, and wash water to enter the County-owned MS4 and any 
connections to the storm drain system from indoor drains and sinks, 
regardless of whether said drain or connection had been previously allowed, 
permitted, or approved by an authorized enforcement agency; or 

B. Any drain or conveyance connected from a commercial or industrial land use 
· to the County-owned MS4 which has not been (1) documented in plans, maps, 
or equivalent records, and (2) lawfully approved by an authorized enforcement 
agency. 

2.15 Illicit Discharge. Any direct or indirect regulated non-stormwater discharge to the 
County-owned MS4, except as exempted in Section 6 of this Local Law. 

2.16 Illicit Discharge Board of Appeals: A Broome County appeals board consisting 
of, at minimum, one representative of each of the County Departments: 1) Health 
Department - Environmental Health, 2) Planning Department - Environment 
Management Council, 3) Department of Public Works - Engineering, and which 
representatives shall be appointed by the Department Head of each Department. 
Said board shall follow the procedure set forth within Section 15 of this Local Law. 

2.16 Industrial Activity. Activities requiring the SPDES permit for discharges from 
industrial activities except construction, GP-98-03, as amended or revised. 

2.17 Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System {MS4l. The system of conveyances 
(including but not limited to, roads with drainage systems, municipal streets, catch 
basins, curbs, gutters, ditches, man-made channels, or storm drains): 
A. Owned and/or operated by Broome County; 
B. Designed or used for collecting or conveying stormwater; 
C. Which is not a combined sewer; and 
D. Which is not part of a Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW) as defined at 

40 CFR 122.2 
2.18 Non-Stormwater Discharge. Any discharge to the County-owned MS4 that is not 

composed entirely of stormwater. 
2.19 Operator. Party or parties that either individually or taken together meet the 

following two criteria: (1)they have operational control over the site 
activities(including the ability to make modifications in activities); and (2) they have 
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such operational control to those activities at the site necessary to ensure 
compliance with SWPPP requirements and any related permit conditions. 
Person. Any individual, association, organization, partnership, firm, company, 
corporation, trust, estate, government entity (including the County of Broome), or 
other entity recognized by law and acting as either the owner or as the owner's 
agent. This term shall also include owners, operators, dischargers and all other 
entities as set forth within this Local Law. 
Point Source. Means any discernable, confined, and discrete conveyance, 
including but not limited to , any pipe, ditch, channel, tunnel, conduit, well, fissure, 
container, concentrated animal feeding operation, landfill leachate collection 
system, vessel or other floating craft from which pollutants are or may be 
discharged and as regulated under this Local Law and/or the Clean Water Act. 
Pollutant. Includes, but is not limited to, dredged spoil; filter backwash; solid waste; 
incinerator residue; treated or untreated sewage; garbage; sewage sludge; 
munitions; hazardous wastes; chemical wastes; biological materials; toxic materials; 
radioactive materials; heat, wrecked or discarded equipment; rock; sand; cellular 
dirt; and industrial, municipal, recreational, agricultural waste and other regulated 
waste discharged into the MS4 which may cause or might reasonably be expected 
to cause pollution of the waters of the State in contravention of the standards as set 
forth in this Local Law and the Clean Water Act. 
Premises. Any building, structure, lot, parcel of land, or portion of land whether 
improved or unimproved including adjacent sidewalks and parking strips, parking 
lots, roadways, and other appurtenances. 
Release. Any spilling, leaking, pumping, pouring, emitting, emptying, discharging, 
injecting, escaping, leaching, dumping or disposing of illicit discharges into surface 
water, ground water, subsurface soils, surface soils and/or by any other direct or 
indirect discharge which is made to the County-owned MS4, the water of New York 
State and/or the Waters of the United States. 
Special Condition - Discharge Compliance with Water Quality Standards. The 
condition that applies where Broome County has been notified that the discharge of 
stormwater authorized under its County-owned MS4 permit may have caused or 
has the reasonable potential to cause or contribute to the violation of an applicable 
water quality standard. Under this condition the County must take all necessary 
actions to ensure future discharges do not cause or contribute to a violation of 
water quality standards. 
Special Condition - 303(dl Listed Waters. The condition in the County-owned 
MS4 permit that applies where the County-owned MS4 discharges to a 303(d) listed 
water. Under this condition the County Stormwater Management Program must 
ensure no increase of the listed pollutant of concern to the 303(d) listed water. 
Special Condition - Total Maximum Daily Load {TMDLl Strategy. The condition 
in the County-owned MS4 permit where a TMDL, including requirements for control 
of stormwater discharges, has been approved by EPA for a waterbody or 
watershed into which the County-owned MS4 discharges. 
Special Condition - The condition in the County-owned MS4 permit that 
applies if a TMDL is approved in the future by EPA for any waterbody or 
watershed into which a County-owned MS4 discharges. Under this condition 
the County must review the applicable TMDL to see if it includes requirements for 
control of stormwater discharges. If a County-owned MS4 is not meeting the TMDL 
stormwater allocations, the County must, within six (6) months of the TMDL's 
approval, modify its stormwater management program to ensure that reduction of 
the pollutant of concern specified in the TMDL is achieved. 
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State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDESl Stormwater Discharge 
Permit. A permit issued by the Department that authorizes the discharge of 
pollutants to waters of the State. 
Stormwater. Rainwater, surface runoff, snowmelt and drainage. 
Stormwater Management Office. The County Office that is responsible for 
administering, enforcing and promulgating regulations and fees pursuant to this 
Local Law, upon adoption of this Local Law, and said office shall be designated by 
the County Legislature as being a part of the Engineering Division and under the 
County of Broome Department of Public Works. 
Stormwater Management Officer (SMO). The Stormwater Management Officer 
responsibilities are designated under this Local Law to the Deputy Commissioner of 
Engineering - Department of Public Works. The SMO shall have the responsibility 
to enforce this local law, and may also be designated to accept, review, and inspect 
stormwater pollution prevention plans, and inspect stormwater management 
practices. 
Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan. A plan required by a SDES permit to 
discharge stormwater associated with regulated activities, including but not limited 
to industrial activities and construction, and which describes and provides for 
pollution in stormwater discharges associated with regulated activities. 
303(dl List. A list of all surface waters in the State for which beneficial uses of the 
water (drinking, recreation, aquatic habitat, and industrial use) are impaired by 
pollutants, prepared periodically by the Department as required by Section 303(d) 
of the Clean Water Act. 303(d) listed waters are estuaries, lakes and streams that 
fall short of State surface water quality standards and are not expected to improve 
within the next two years. 
Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDLl. The maximum amount of a pollutant to be 
allowed to be released into a waterbody so as not to impair uses of the water, 
allocated among the sources of that pollutant. 
Wastewater. Any water that is not stormwater, is contaminated with pollutants and 
is or will be discarded. This term shall not include stormwater which is not 
contaminated by pollutants. 

Section 306-3. Applicability 
This Local Law shall apply to all water entering the County-owned municipal separate storm 
sewer system within MS4 designated areas as generated on any developed and undeveloped 
lands unless explicitly exempted by the Department acting as the authorized enforcement 
agency. 
Section 306-4. Responsibility for Administration. 
The Stormwater Management Officer (SMO) shall administer, implement, and enforce the 
provisions of this Local Law. Such powers granted or duties imposed upon and granted to the 
authorized enforcement official may be delegated in writing by the Stormwater Management 
Officer as may be authorized by the Stormwater Management Office. Such written delegation 
shall be kept and maintained within the County's MS4 program files in the Stormwater 
Management Office, and copies shall be provided to the County Attorney. The Stormwater 
Management Office shall possess the authority to promulgate rules and regulations as 
necessary to administer, enforce and forward this Local Law and its purpose, including but not 
limited to, the institution and use of permits, forms, fees and other regulatory mechanisms to 
advance the purposes of this.Local Law. 
Section 306-5. Discharge Prohibitions. 
5.1 Prohibitions of Illegal Discharges. 

No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged into the County-owned MS4 
any materials other than lawful discharges of stormwater, except as provided in 
Section 6.2.1. The commencement, conduct, or continuance of any illegal 
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discharge to the County-owned MS4 is prohibited except as described in Section 
6.2. 
Discharge Exemptions: 
5.2.1 The following discharges are exempt from discharge prohibitions 

established by this Local Law, unless the Department or the County has, 
pursuant to law, officially determined such discharges to be substantial 
contributors of pollutants: water line flushing or other potable water 
sources, landscape irrigation or lawn watering, existing diverted stream 
flows, rising ground water, uncontaminated ground water infiltration to 
storm drains, uncontaminated pumped ground water, foundation or 
footing drains, crawl space or basement sump pumps, air conditioning 
condensate, irrigation water, springs, water from individual residential car 
washing, natural riparian habitat or wetland flows, dechlorinated 
swimming pool discharges, residential street wash water, water from 
firefighting activities, agricultural stormwater runoff from lawful agricultural 
practices and any other water source not containing pollutants. In no 
event shall this Local Law be read to create, permit or authorize 
agriculture discharge exemptions beyond those which are in effect 
pursuant to the Clean Water Act. Such exempt discharges shall be made 
in accordance with an appropriate plan for reducing pollutants. 

5.2.2 Discharges approved in writing by the SMO to protect life or property from 
imminent harm or damage, provided that, such approval shall not be 
construed to constitute compliance with other applicable laws and 
requirements, and further provided that such discharges may be 
permitted for a specified time period and under such conditions as the 
SMO may deem appropriate to protect such life and property while 
reasonably maintaining the purpose and intent of this Local Law. 

5.2.3 Dye testing in compliance with applicable State and local laws is an 
allowable discharge but requires a verbal notification to the SMO prior to 
the time of the test. 

5.2.4 The prohibition shall not apply to any discharge permitted under a 
SPDES permit, waiver, or waste discharge order issued to the discharger 
and administered under the authority of the Department, provided that the 
discharger is in full compliance with all requirements of the permit, waiver, 
or order and other applicable laws and regulations, and provided that 
written approval has been granted for any discharge to the County-owned 
MS4. A lawfully issued SPDES permit shall constitute compliance with 
this sub-paragraph in all manner and respects, provided the person 
and/or discharge to which the permit is issued is fully compliant therewith. 

5.2.5 Activities and uses essential to ensure emergency, police, fire, rescue 
functions and emergency response undertaken by either the County, or 
by a non-profit organization authorized by contract with the County to 
provide these public services. Essential activities to promote public 
health, safety, and well-being of persons and property therein, and to 
implement orders and regulations of the Broome County Department of 
Health, Broome County Office of Emergency Services, and/or the New 
York State Department of Health with notification to the County SMO and 
any actual and ongoing emergency activity which directly addresses an 
imminent threat to life, property or structures of any kind. Such 
emergency activities may include, but are not limited to: fire suppression 
operations, preventative or remedial activities related to mitigation, 
cleanup, or control of stormwater and/or the contamination or threatened 
contamination of ground and/or surface water; response to imminent 
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floods, hurricanes and all other storms that follow established emergency 
response plans, firefighting and public health emergencies. 

5.3 Prohibition of Illicit Connections. 
5.2.1 The construction, use, maintenance or continued existence of illicit 

connections to the County-owned MS4 is prohibited. 
5.2.2 This prohibition expressly includes, without limitation, illicit connections 

made in the past, regardless of whether the connection was permissible 
under law and whether all lawful approvals were granted and/or 
regardless of whether the connection was previously unregulated 
pursuant to practices applicable or prevailing at the time of connection. 

5.2.3 A person is considered to be in violation of this Local Law if the person 
illegally connects a line conveying sewage to the County-owned MS4 or 
allows such an illegal connection to continue. 

Section 306-6. Prohibition Against Failing Individual Sewage Treatment Systems. 
No persons shall operate a failing individual sewage treatment system in areas tributary to the 
County-owned MS4. A failing individual sewage treatment system is one which has one or 
more of the following conditions. 
6.1 The backup of sewage into a structure. 
6.2 Discharges of treated or untreated sewage onto the ground surface. 
6.3 A connection or connections to a separate stormwater sewer system. 
6.4 Liquid Level in the septic tank above the outlet invert. 
6.5 Structural failure of any component of the individual sewage treatment system that 

could lead to any of the other failure conditions as noted in this section. 
6.6 Contamination of off-site groundwater. 
Section 306-7. Prohibition Against Activities Contaminating Stormwater. 
7 .1 Activities that are subject to the requirements of this section are those types of 

activities that: 
7.1.1 Cause or contribute to a violation of the County's MS4 SPDES permit. 
7 .1.2 Cause or contribute to the County being subject to the Special Conditions 

as defined in Section 306-2 (Definitions) of this Local Law. 
7.2 Such activities include failing individual sewage treatment systems as defined in 

Section 7, improper management of pet waste or any other activity that causes or 
contributes to violations of the County-owned MS4 SPDES permit authorization. 

7.3 Upon written notification to a person that he/she/they are engaged in activities that 
cause or contribute to violations of the County's MS4 SPDES permit authorization, 
that person shall, upon receipt of such notice, immediately take all reasonable 
actions to correct such activities such that he/she/they no longer cause or 
contribute to violations of the County's MS4 SPDES permit authorization. 

Section 306-8. Requirement to Prevent, Control, and Reduce Stonnwater Pollutants 
by the Use of Best Management Practices. 

8.1 Best Management Practices. Where the SMO has identified illicit discharges as 
defined in Section 306-2 or by way of activities contaminating stormwater as 
defined in Section 306-7 the County may, among other remedies as set forth in this 
Local Law, require implementation of Best Management Practices (BMP's) to 
control those illicit discharges and activities. 
8.1.1 The owner or operator of a commercial or industrial establishment shall 

provide, at their own expense, reasonable protection from accidental 
discharge of prohibited materials or other wastes into the County-owned 
MS4 through the use of structural and non-structural BMPs. 

8.1.2 Any owner, discharger, or operator, or other person responsible for a 
property or premise, which is, or may be, the source of an illicit discharge 
as defined in Section 306-2 or an activity contaminating stormwater as 
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defined in this Local Law, may be required to implement, at said person's 
expense, additional structural and non-structural BMPs to reduce or 
eliminate the source of pollutant(s) to the County-owned MS4. 

8.1.3 Compliance with all terms and conditions of a valid SPDES permit 
authorizing the discharge of stormwater associated with industrial and/or 
other regulated activities, to the extent practicable, shall be deemed 
compliant with the provisions of this section. 

8.2 Individual Sewage Treatment Systems; Response to Special Conditions 
Requiring No Increase of Pollutants or Requiring a Reduction of Pollutants - Where 
individual sewage treatment systems are contributing to the County-owned MS4 
being subject to the Special Conditions as defined in Section 306-2 of this Local 
Law, the owner or operator of such individual sewage treatment systems shall be 
required to follow Chapter 305 of the Broome County Charter and Code which 
stipulates that no persons shall discharge any sewage or sewage effluent into any 
watercourse or surface body of waters unless a permit has been issued under the 
provisions of the Public Health Law or State Sanitary Code for such discharge. If 
individual sewage treatment system discharges are found to exceed the limits of the 
County's MS4 permit, the owner or operator of such individual sewage treatment 
systems shall be required to implement best management practices to maintain and 
operate individual sewage treatment systems as follows: 
8.2.1 Inspect the septic tank annually to determine scum and sludge 

accumulation. Septic tanks must be pumped out whenever the bottom of 
the scum layer is within three inches of the bottom of the outlet baffle or 
sanitary tee or the top of the sludge is within ten inches of the bottom of 
the outlet baffle or sanitary tee. 

8.2.2 Avoid the use of septic tank additives. 
8.2.3 Avoid the disposal of excessive quantities of detergents, kitchen wastes, 

laundry wastes, and household chemicals; and 
8.2.4 Avoid the disposal of cigarette butts, disposable diapers, sanitary 

napkins, trash and other such items. 
Section 306-9. Suspension of Access to County-Owned MS4. Illicit Discharges in 

Emergency Situations. 
9.1 Imminent Danger. The SMO may, without prior notice, suspend County-owned 

MS4 discharge access to a person when such suspension is necessary to stop an 
actual or threatened discharge which presents or may present imminent and/or 
substantial danger to the environment, to the health or welfare of persons, or to the 
County-owned MS4. The SMO shall notify the person of such suspension within a 
reasonable time thereafter in writing of the reasons for the suspension. If the 
violator fails to comply with a suspension order issued in an emergency, the SMO 
may take such steps as deemed necessary to prevent or minimize damage to the 
County-owned MS4 or to minimize and abate any and all danger to persons. 

9.2 Suspension due to the detection of illicit discharge. Any person discharging to 
the County-owned MS4 in violation of this Local Law may have their County-owned 
MS4 access terminated if such termination would abate or reduce an illicit 
discharge. The SMO will notify an alleged violator in writing of the proposed 
termination of its County-owned MS4 access and the reasons therefor. Within 
fifteen (15) days of the issuance of such Notice, the alleged violator may petition the 
SMO for a reconsideration and hearing. Access to the County-owned MS4 may be 
granted by the SMO if he/she finds that the illicit discharge has ceased, and the 
discharger has taken steps to prevent its recurrence. Access to the County-owned 
MS4 may be denied if the SMO determines in writing that the illicit discharge has 
not ceased or is likely to recur. A person commits an offense if the person 
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reinstates County-owned MS4 access to premises terminated pursuant to this 
Section, without the prior approval of the SMO or a court of competent jurisdiction. 

Section 306-10. Industrial or Construction Activity Discharges. 
Any person subject to an industrial or construction activity SPDES stormwater discharge 
permit shall comply with all provisions of such permit. Proof of compliance with said permit 
may be required in a form reasonably acceptable to the SMO prior to the allowing of 
discharges to the County-owned MS4. Upon such proof being provided, the SMO shall render 
his/her determination as to acceptability and shall provide the person with a written 
confirmation of such determination. 
Section 306-11. Access to Facilities and Monitoring of Discharges. 
11.1 Applicability. This section applies to all facilities that the SMO must inspect to 

enforce any provision of this Local Law, or whenever the authorized enforcement 
agency has probable cause to believe that there exists, or potentially exists, in or 
upon any premises any condition which constitutes a violation of this Local Law. 

11.2 Access to Facilities. 
11.2.1 Upon compliance with the requirements of this Local Law, the SMO shall 

be permitted to enter and inspect facilities subject to regulation under this 
Local Law as often as may be necessary to determine compliance with 
this Local Law. If a discharger has security measures in force which 
require proper identification and clearance before entry into its premises, 
the discharger shall make reasonable and necessary arrangements to 
allow access to the SMO. 

11.2.2 Facility operators shall allow the SMO ready access to all parts of the 
premises for the purposes of inspection, sampling, examination and 
copying of records as may be required to implement this Local Law. 

11.2.3 Unreasonable delays in allowing the County access to a facility subject to 
this Local Law is a violation of this Local Law. A person who is the 
operator or owner or discharger of a facility subject to this Local Law 
commits an offense if the person denies the SMO reasonable access to 
the facility for the purpose of conducting any activity authorized or 
required by this Local Law. 

11.2.4 If the SMO has been refused access to any part of the premises from 
which stormwater is discharged, and he/she is able to demonstrate 
probable cause to believe that there may be a violation of this Local Law, 
or that there is a need to inspect and/or sample as part of a routine 
inspection and sampling program designed to verify compliance with this 
Local Law or any order issued hereunder, then the SMO may seek 
issuance of a search warrant from any court of competent jurisdiction. 

11.3 Monitoring. 
11.3.1 The County shall have the right to set up on any facility subject to this 

Local Law such devices as are necessary in the reasonable 
determination of the SMO to conduct monitoring and/or sampling of the 
facility's stormwater discharge. 

11.3.2 In connection therewith, the County has the right to require the facilities 
subject to this Local Law to install monitoring equipment as is reasonably 
necessary to determine compliance with this Local Law. The facility's 
sampling and monitoring equipment shall be maintained at all times in a 
safe and proper operating condition by the discharger or the owner at its 
own expense. All devices used to measure stormwater flow and quality 
shall be calibrated to ensure their accuracy, and proof of such calibration 
shall be furnished to the SMO per request.

Section 306-12. Notification of Spills. Notwithstanding other requirements of law, as soon 
as any person responsible for a facility or operation, or responsible for emergency response 
for a facility or operation, has information of any known or suspected release of materials 
which are resulting or may result in illicit discharges or pollutants discharging into the County­
owned MS4, said person shall take all necessary steps to ensure the discovery, containment, 
and cleanup of such release. In the event of such a release of hazardous materials said 
person shall immediately notify emergency response agencies of the occurrence via 
emergency dispatch services and/or the County SMO. In the event of a release of non­
hazardous materials, said person shall notify the County SMO in person, or by telephone, 
email, or facsimile no later than the next business day. Notifications in person or by telephone 
shall be confirmed by written notice addressed and mailed to the County within three (3) 
business days of the telephone or in-person notice. If the discharge of prohibited materials 
emanates from a commercial or industrial establishment, the owner or operator of such 
establishment shall also retain an on-site written record of the discharge and the actions taken 
to prevent its recurrence. Such records shall be promptly provided to the SMO and shall be 
retained on-site for at least five (5) years. 
Section 306-13. Enforcement. 
13.1 Notice of Violation. When the County's SMO determines that a person has 

violated a prohibition or failed to meet a requirement of this Local Law, he/she may 
order compliance by written notice of violation to the owner and discharger, if 
different than the owner, as the alleged responsible person. Such notice and/or 
subsequent enforcement may require without limitation: 
13.1.1 The elimination of illicit connections and/or discharges; 
13.1.2 The violating discharges, practices, and/or operation shall cease and 

desist; 
13.1.3 The abatement and/or remediation of stormwater pollution or 

contamination hazards and the restoration of any affected property; 
13.1.4 The performance of monitoring, analyses, and reporting; 
13.1.5 Payment of a fine; and/or recoupment of all qualified County expenditures 

as necessary to abate the violation; 
13.1.6 The implementation of source control or treatment BMPs. If abatement of 

a violation and/or restoration of affected property is ultimately required, 
written confirmation shall set forth a deadline within which such 
remediation or restoration must be completed. Said notice shall further 
advise that, should the violator fail to remediate or restore within the 
established deadline, the work may be undertaken and completed by a 
designated County governmental agency or a County retained contractor 
and all the expenses thereof shall be charged to the discharger and/or 
the owner as the violator. 

13.1.7 Order that all permits, approvals and/or authorizations be obtained, if 
lawfully permitted by statute, for any continuing discharges, practices 
and/or operations. Prior notice shall not be required in the event the SMO 
reasonably determines that an imminent threat to life may exist as a 
result of the violation of the Local Law. 

Section 306-14. Appeal of Notice of Violation. 
14.1 Procedure. Any person receiving a Notice of Violation may appeal the 

determination of the SMO within fifteen (15) days of its issuance. Said appeal shall 
be filed with the SMO who shall transmit his/her original findings, and the appeal to 
the Illicit Discharge Board of Appeals, which shall consist of one representative of 
each of the County Departments: 1) Health Department- Environmental Health, 2) 
Planning Department - Environment Management Council, 3) Department of Public 
Works - Engineering. Such board members shall be appointed by the department 
heads of each of the foregoing agencies. The Illicit Discharge Board of Appeals 
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shall hear the appeal within thirty (30) days after the filing of the appeal, and within 
five (5) days of making its written decision, file its decision in the office of the 
County Clerk and mail a copy of its decision by certified mail to the discharger. 

14.2 Relief. Persons who may be individually, jointly, or severally aggrieved by any 
determination made by the SMO and/or the Appeals Board may apply to the 
Supreme Court of the State of New York for review of such decision under Article 
78 of the Civil Practice Laws and Rules of the State of New York. 

Section 306-15. Corrective Measures After Appeal. 
15.1 If an appeal under this Local Law has been pursued and the violation has not been 

corrected pursuant to the requirement set forth in the Notice of Violation, which has 
been administratively adjudicated under this Local Law, then within five (5) 
business days of decision of the County authority upholding the decision of the 
SMO, the SMO shall request the owner's permission for access to the subject 
private property to take any and all measures reasonably necessary to abate the 
violation and/or restore the property. 

15.2 If refused access to the subject private property, the SMO may seek a warrant in a 
court of competent jurisdiction to be authorized to enter upon the property, and 
make any and all determinations which are authorized pursuant to this Local Law. 
Upon determination that a violation has occurred, the SMO may seek a court order 
to take any and all measures reasonably necessary to abate the violation and/or 
restore the property. The cost of implementing and maintaining such measures 
shall be the sole responsibility of the discharger as set forth in Section 14. 

15.3 Nothing in this section shall be read to limit, abrogate, or otherwise affect the 
authority possessed by the SMO pursuant to Section 306-9.1 of this Local Law. 

Section 306-16. Penalties. 
16.1 Administrative Sanctions. Any person who violates the provisions of this Local 

Law, including any provisions of any authorization issued, any condition set or fee 
required pursuant to this Local Law, shall be liable to Broome County for a civil 
penalty of not more than one thousand dollars ($1000) for every such violation. 
Each consecutive day of the violation shall be considered a separate offense. Such 
civil penalty may be recovered in any action brought by the County at the request 
and in the name of the County in any court of competent jurisdiction. Such civil 
penalty may be released or compromised by action of the County and any action 
commenced to recover the same may be settled and discontinued by the County. 
Any such penalty of the County shall be enforceable in an action brought in any 
court of competent jurisdiction. Any civil penalty or order issued by the County 
pursuant to the criteria set forth herein shall be reviewable in a proceeding pursuant 
to Article 78 of the Civil Practice Laws and Rules of the State of New York. 

16.2 Criminal Sanctions. Any person who violates the provisions of this Local Law, 
including any provision of any authorization issued, any condition set or fee 
required pursuant to this Law, shall, in addition, for the first offense, be guilty of 
violation punishable by a fine of not less than Five Hundred Dollars ($500), and not 
more than One Thousand Dollars ($1000); for a second and each subsequent 
offense, he/she shall be guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not less 
than One Thousand Dollars ($1000) and not more than Two Thousand Dollars 
($2000), or a term of imprisonment of not less than Thirty (30) days or more than 
Six (6) months, or both. Each violation shall be deemed a separate and distinct 
offense, and in the case of a continuous violation, each day in a continuance 
thereof shall be deemed a separate and distinct offense. 

16.3 Final Determination/ Costs. In addition to the forgoing remedies, any person who 
violates the provisions of this Local Law and is found guilty by a final administrative 
determination and/or a final adjudicated determination by a Court of competent 
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jurisdiction shall be responsible for paying over to and reimbursing the SMO for all 
qualified costs, penalties and/or fines as may result from, or be imposed by the 
Department, the EPA, and/or any other enforcement agency pursuant to the Clean 
Water Act, the SPDES Regulations and/or any other applicable statutory authority 
for such violation. 

Section 306-17. Injunctive Relief. It shall be unlawful for any person to violate any 
provision or fail to comply with any of the requirements of this Local Law. If a 
person has violated or continues to violate the provisions of this Local Law, the 
SMO may petition for a preliminary or permanent injunction restraining the person 
from activities which would create further violations or compelling the person to 
perform abatement and/or remediation of the violation, and/or for such other further 
relief as any court of competent jurisdiction may order. 

Section 306-18. Alternative Remedies. 
18.1 Where a person has been charged with violations of this Local Law, and/or when a 

person has been determined to have violated a provision of this Local Law, he/she 
may be eligible for alternative remedies in lieu of a civil and/or criminal penalty, 
upon written recommendation of the County Attorney, where a written determination 
is made that: 
18.1.1 The violation was unintentional; 
18.1.2 The violator has no history of pervious violations of this Local Law; 
18.1.3 Environmental damage was minimal; 
18.1.4 The violator acted quickly to remedy violation; 
18.1.5 The violator cooperated in investigation and resolution. 

18.2 Alternative remedies may consist of one or more of the following: 
18.2.1 Attendance at Stormwater Management compliance workshops. 
18.2.2 Storm drain stenciling and/or storm drain marking. 
18.2.3 Participation in community outreach programs concerning stormwater 

management such as river, stream or creek cleanup activities. 
In the event of non-compliance with the foregoing alternative remedies, the County reserves 
the right to enforce any and all provisions of this Local Law. 
Section 306-19. Remedies Not Exclusive. The remedies listed in this Local Law are not 
exclusive of any other remedies available under any applicable Federal, State or Local Law 
and it is within the discretion of the SMO to seek cumulative remedies. Nothing in this Local 
Law shall be read to preclude the enforcement by Brome County of any other laws as may be 
applicable to illicit discharges, including but not limited to, statutory authorization as set forth 
within the New York State Highway Law, the New York State County Law, and the New York 
State Health Law. 
Section 306-20. Conflict With Other Regulations. Where the standards and legal 
requirements of this Local Law are in conflict with other environmental and/or land use 
regulations and/or other environmental protective measures, the more restrictive standards 
and legal requirements shall apply. ' 
Section 306-21. Severability. If any article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase or 
sentence of this Local Law is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of 
competent jurisdiction, that portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent 
provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion hereof. 
Section 2. Adoption of Law. This Local Law shall take effect immediately upon filing with 
the Secretary of State.

I am in full support of education and appreciate the efforts of SUNY Broome Community College. 
I would express this by recommending County support of $6,850,000. 

The Chairman and I have met several times with SUNY Broome administration to collectively 
construct a budget that is reflective of the strained budget situation we are facing to the COVID-
19 pandemic's impact on Broome County finances. 

As you are aware, we are looking at major financial implications due to the pandemic and there 
is the potential for significant revenue shortfalls. SUNY Broome administrators worked with my 
administration, Chairman Reynolds and our Office of Management and Budget to present a 
budget plan for 2020-21 that includes a reduction in County support. 

The SUNY Broome budget for 2020-21 includes a reduction from the previous year's approved 
budget of $557,385 of County sponsor share.

• SUNY Broome Community College 2020-21 Budget reflects a 2.9% decrease in total 
expenses compared to the 2019-20 budget forecast. The budget includes funding for salary 
and wage increases for the three labor agreements. 

• Capital Repairs, Renovations and Equipment is budgeted for $663,733, which is relatively flat 
compared to the 2019-20 forecasted spending level. 

• Contractual expenses, inclusive of utilities, professional services, supplies and other 
institutional expenses, are budgeted above the 2019-20 forecasted spending level, primarily 
due to the opening of Carnegie Culinary and Event Center, expansion of public transportation 
routes for students and one-time cost savings that are not sustainable annually. 

• Personnel and fringe benefits are approximately 86% of the 2020-21 operating budget. 

SUNY Broome Spending Comparison 

SUNY Broome spending continues to be student-focused, with approximately 48 percent of the 
annual operating costs invested directly Into instruction. Instructional costs include personnel (labor), 
fringe benefits, contractual expenses, and equipment costs. As a percentage of operating costs, 
SUNY Broome invests more in the instructional areas than 75 percent of all other SUNY community 
colleges. For non-instructional costs, the College ranks 251h in spending, or 5th lowest out of 30 
community colleges, which Is very efficient.

Ladies and Gentlemen: 

I submit to you the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report of the County of Broome, New York 
(the "County"), for the year ended December 31, 2020 in accordance with the requirements of 
Article V, §C502 (c) of the Broome County Charter. 

This report presents comprehensive financial information summarizing the County's activities 
during the year ended December 31, 2020 and contains information useful for managers in the 
Executive and Legislative Branches of County government, taxpayers, interested citizens, and 
the financial markets in which the County issues its debt obligations. The financial statements 
included in this report have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting 
principles ("U.S. GAAP") as applicable to governments in the United States of America. 

This report presents the financial position and results of operations of the County and its 
component units that are properly included in conformity with U.S. GAAP. The data presented 
can be compared to the prior basic financial statements, and to other counties' reports to identify 
relevant trends. 

Responsibility for material accuracy, completeness, and fairness of the information presented, 
including all disclosures, rests with management of the County and its component units. The 
presentation fairly discloses the financial position and results of operation of the County and its 
component units as measured by the financial activity of the various funds. Disclosures 
considered necessary to enable readers to fully understand the County's financial activities have 
been included. 

To provide a reasonable basis for making its' representation, the County has established and 
maintains a comprehensive internal control framework that is designed to both protect the 
County's assets from loss, theft or misuse and to ensure that sufficient accounting data is 
compiled to allow for the preparation of the County's financial statements in accordance with 
U.S. GAAP. The comprehensive internal control framework is to provide reasonable, but not 
absolute, assurance that these objectives are met. Reasonable assurance recognizes both that 
the cost of internal controls should not outweigh their benefits and the evaluation of costs and 
benefits require estimates and judgments by management. 

The Office of the Comptroller is responsible for auditing expenditures. Additionally, audits of 
selected departments and financial activity are performed by the Comptroller's staff. 

Internal controls are reviewed by the internal audit staff throughout the year. 
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Independent Audit 

The County has an annual independent audit of its basic financial statements. The certified 
public accounting firm of Drescher & Malecki, LLP has audited the accompanying basic financial 
statements and their independent auditor's report is included in the financial section. 

The goal of the independent audit was to provide reasonable assurance that the financial 
statements of the County as of and for the year ended December 31, 2020 are free from 
material misstatement. The independent audit involved examining on a test basis, evidence 
supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements, assessing the accounting 
principles used and significant estimates made by management, and evaluating the overall 
financial statement presentation. The auditors concluded based upon the audit, that there was a 
reasonable basis for rendering an unmodified opinion that the County's financial statements for 
the year ended December 31, 2020 are fairly presented in conformity with U.S. GAAP. The 
independent auditor's report is presented first in the financial section of this report. 

Additionally, the audit was designed to meet the requirements of the Single Audit Act 
Amendments of 1996 and Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform 
Administrative Requirements, Cost Principals, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards 
(Uniform Guidance). The Act requires the independent auditors not only report on the fair 
presentation of the financial statements, but also on the County's compliance with requirements 
that could have a direct and material effect on each of its major federal programs and internal 
control over program compliance. The Single Audit Report is not included in this report but may 
be obtained upon request to the County Comptroller's Office. 

U.S. GAAP requires that management provide a narrative introduction, overview, and analysis to 
accompany the basic financial statements in the form of Management's Discussion and Analysis 
(MD&A). This letter of transmittal is designed to complement the MD&A and should be read in 
conjunction with ii. The County's MD&A can be found immediately following the report of the 
independent auditors. 

Report Structure 

The 2020 Comprehensive Annual Financial Report is comprised of the following three basic 
sections in conformance with recommendations of the Government Finance Officers Association: 

A. The Introductory Section is intended to familiarize the reader with the organizational 
structure of the County, the nature and scope of the services that it provides, and the 
specifics of its legal operating environment. 

B. The Financial Section includes the independent auditor's report, the MD&A, the 
audited basic financial statements, notes disclosures, and supporting statements and 
schedules to provide the reader with a comprehensive understanding of the County's 
financial activities for the past fiscal year. 

C. The Statistical and Economic Data Section presents comprehensive demographic and 
economic information regarding the financial condition of the County. 
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Profile of the County 

Government Structure 

The County is a municipal corporation established in New York State. The County was 
incorporated in 1806, and is governed by the Charter of the County of Broome, New York State 
County Law, and other general laws of the State of New York. The fifteen-member County 
Legislature is the legislative body responsible for the overall operation of the County, enacting 
County law and approving the County budget. It consists of elected officials from each of the 
fifteen legislative districts in the County serving two year terms. The County Executive, elected 
to a four-year term, serves as Chief Executive Officer and is responsible for County operations 
and developing the County budget. The Director of the Office of Management and Budget, 
appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the County Legislature, serves as the 
Chief Fiscal Officer of the County. 

The County provides a variety of services to its residents. Public health is promoted through the 
programs provided by the County's Health and Mental Health departments. These include the 
health clinics, food subsidies provided to women and children through the Women, Infants, and 
Children Program (WIC) as well as the inspections of public water supplies. Sheriffs Office, 
District Attorney's Office, and Office of Emergency Services provide for the public safety through 
patrols, arrests and prosecution of criminals as well as emergency planning. Public welfare is 
enhanced through the programs of Social Services and the Office for Aging including temporary 
assistance to needy families, social services administration, home emergency assistance, and 
Meals on Wheels. The Department of Public Works builds, repairs, and maintains the County's 
roads and public facilities. 

The County, with a land area of approximately 710 square miles, is situated in the central 
southern portion of upstate New York commonly referred to as the Southern Tier. The City of 
Binghamton is the County seat and is situated in the southern portion of the County. The City of 
Syracuse is 75 miles to the north and the Pennsylvania border is seven miles to the south. 
Binghamton is part of a metropolitan area running along the Susquehanna River Valley including 
the incorporated villages of Johnson City and Endicott, and the unincorporated area of Vestal. 
According to the U. S. Census Bureau in 2019, the County's population was estimated to be 
190,488. Broome County is classified as an urban county. 

Reporting Entity 

The financial reporting entity for the County includes all organizations, functions and activities for 
which elected and appointed officials have financial accountability, or without the inclusion of, 
would render the County's financial statements incomplete or misleading. Oversight responsibility 
is based on financial interdependency, selection of governing authority, designation of 
management, ability to significantly influence operations, and accountability for fiscal matters. 

The reporting entity has been defined to include all chartered departments of the County by which 
the following basic services are supplied: law enforcement, economic assistance, health and 
mental health services, maintenance of County roads, economic development, general 
administration, recreation, culture, transportation, solid waste disposal, and long-term care. 

Also, included in the reporting entity are SUNY Broome (College), the Broome County Industrial 
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Development Agency (IDA), the Broome County Soil & Water Conservation District (District), the 
Broome Tobacco Asset Securitization Corporation (BTASC), the

Broome County Land Bank 
Corporation (LBC), and the Broome County Local Development Corporation (LDC). Information 
on all six of these legally separate entities can be found in Note 1, Section A, to the financial 
statements. 

Budget Process and Controls 

The County budget is the foundation for the County's financial planning and control. County 
departments and the Director of the Office of Management and Budget develop the County 
Executive's proposal to be sent to the County Legislature. On or before September 15th , the 
County Executive submits the proposed operating budget and a six-year Capital Improvement 
Program to the Legislature for approval. Public hearings are conducted by the Legislature and 
County Executive to obtain public comment on the proposed budget. The County Executive has 
the power to veto any modification made by the Legislature. An Executive veto can be overridden 
by a two-thirds vote of the Legislature. On or before November 25th , the annual budget is 
completed by adoption of an appropriation resolution; the legal authority for enactment of the 
budget. 

After the budget is adopted, appropriations and estimated revenues are posted into an automated 
accounting system. An electronic review for available appropriations is performed prior to 
expenditures being incurred. 

The legal level of budgetary control is at the character level within department level. A character 
is a grouping of similar appropriation/expenditure accounts. The County Charter prohibits 
expenditures for which there is no legal appropriation. 

Monthly information detailing expenditures, revenues, and encumbrance activity is produced. A 
comparison of budget to actual information is included. Budget transfers from one appropriation 
account to another are made when needed. The transfer must be approved by formal Legislative 
resolution if the total of an administrative unit's budget is changed or salary appropriations are 
impacted, otherwise, the transfer is approved by the Director of the Office of Management and 
Budget. 

Additional information on the County budget controls can be found in Note 1, Section F of the 
financial statements. 
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Nonmajor Governmental Funds of the County 

The County's nonmajor governmental funds consist of the special revenue funds which include 
the County Road, County Road Machinery, Library, Arena, Office of Employment and Training 
and En Joie Golf Course.

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Factors Affecting Financial Condition 

Local Economy 

Broome County's economic development resources provide various financing and tax 
abatement programs to new, expanding and relocating businesses as well as a variety of 
technology related research and development opportunities. 

The IDA assists businesses in planning new facilities or the expansion of an existing one. The 
IDA assists with financing and facilitates Payment In Lieu of Tax (PILOT) agreements with local 
municipalities. Under a PILOT agreement, municipalities abate a certain percentage of a 
company's taxes for a specific period. 

The IDA owns the Broome Corporate Park, a 600-acre mixed-use business park located in the 
southern portion of the County. The park is immediately adjacent to Interstate Route 81 and rail 
service is available (Canadian/Pacific and Delaware & Hudson). 

Several joint initiatives between local industry and Binghamton University's Watson School of 
Engineering have contributed to the advancement of local industrial development. The 
Integrated Electronics Engineering Center (IEEC), a New York State Center for Advanced 
Technology, works in conjunction with Universal Instruments Corporation, IBM Microelectronics 
and Lockheed Martin to provide leading-edge research in the electronics industry. 

The Strategic Partnership for Industrial Resurgence (SPIR) assists small manufacturers in 
developing new products and defense manufacturers in diversifying their product lines. 

Broome County continues to foster a diverse base of high technology, manufacturing, and 
institutional employers. The local unemployment rate falls between the federal and state rate. 

Broome County has an active Workforce Development program that provides training and 
education for people in need of skill upgrades to obtain employment, and those who are 
currently employed and need additional training to enhance their skill level. The Broome-Tioga 
Workforce Development Program has consolidated many of the services job seekers use to 
search for employment and develop the skills necessary to re-train for new career opportunities. 

On January 31, 2020, the United States Secretary of Health and Human Services ("HHS") 
declared a public health emergency related to the global spread of coronavirus COVID-19. In 
February 2020, a pandemic was declared by the World Health Organization. Efforts to fight the 
widespread disease included limiting or closing many businesses and resulted in a severe 
disruption of operations for organizations. During this time, recreational and leisure activities 
were not available to the County residents. 

Broome County is the home to the Binghamton Devils American Hockey League team during the 
fall and winter months. Affiliated with the New Jersey Devils, the Binghamton Devils play home 
in the Floyd L. Maines Veterans' Memorial Arena. During the spring and summer months, the 
County is also home to the Binghamton Rumble Ponies, an Eastern League professional 
baseball franchise affiliated with the New York Mets. The Rumble Ponies play at NYSEG 
Stadium located in the heart of downtown Binghamton. 
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The Spiedie Fest & Balloon Rally and Broome County Parks Triathlon are a few of the special 
events postponed in 2020 usually held at the Broome County Parks. Otsiningo Park is the site 
for over 20 run/walks for various awareness and local groups in the County. Nature trails at five 
county parks participates in the Wegman's "Passport to Family Wellness" program. Softball 
fields, soccer fields, and sand volleyball courts are available for organized teams and public use. 
Although the Dick's Sporting Goods Open, a PGA Champion's Tour Stop was not held during 
2020, the event has traditionally been held at the En Joie Golf Course in Endicott, New York. 

The Levene, Gauldin & Thompson Tennis Challenger Tournament features players ranked in the 
top 20 in the world. The event was postponed to 2021. This event is held at Recreation Park in 
the historic west side neighborhood of Binghamton. 

The County has six restored carousels in local parks throughout the area. Donated by local 
entrepreneurs in the 1920's and 30's, the carousels have been carefully restored to their original 
grandeur. They are a popular attraction for local and national organizations interested in their 
preservation and history. 

A variety of other cultural centers and attractions exist in Broome County, including several 
performing arts centers, the country's fifth oldest zoo, a space observatory and several 
museums. All of which have been affected by the 2020 pandemic. 

Debt Administration and Long-term Financial Planning 

Under New York State law, the County's bonded debt issuances are subject to a constitutional 
tax limit based on 7% of the average full valuation of real property for the last five years. The 
County's net outstanding indebtedness on December 31, 2020 was 19.7% of its constitutional 
debt limit. This represents a decrease from the County's outstanding indebtedness of 20.0% at 
the end of 2019. 

In December 2013, the Moody's Rating Report upgraded the County's outstanding general 
obligation bond rating from an A2- rating to an A2 rating with no outlook. In April 2014, Standard 
& Poor's upgraded the County's outstanding general obligation bond rating to A+ stable from a 
previous "A" rating. Both ratings were re-affirmed in January 2019 and April 2017, respectively. 
In April 2019, Standard & Poor's changed the County's rating from A+ to AA. Additionally, in April 
2020, the Moody's Investors Service has assigned a MIG 1 rating to Broome County which 
reflects the long-term credit of Broome County in the A2 long-term rating. 

The County Executive has proposed and the Legislature has approved future funding of capital 
projects for maintaining, improving, and modernizing the County's infrastructure as well as the 
purchase of vehicles and equipment. Work planned to begin in 2021 includes the following 
projects of $1.0 million or greater: 

• $3.4M Aviation Taxiway Rehabilitation & Extension. 
• $2.5M Highway Reconstruction & Rehabilitation. 
• $1.4M North Sanford Road Bridge Construction. 
• $1.0M Computer Equipment ReplacemenUUpgrade. 
• $3.1 M Jransit 5 Bus Replacements. 
• $2.5M Solid Waste Management Section V Phase 1 Relocation Closure 

Construction. 
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New capital projects beginning in 2021 total an estimated $21.0 million. The County anticipates 
funding $9.3 million through the issuance of general obligation debt. It is expected that federal, 
state, and fees/other sources will fund the remaining balance. 

Cash Management and Investments 
Cash is accounted for based on fund ownership. Most County cash is maintained in a pooled 
bank account. The County also maintains several other special purpose bank accounts, from 
which funds are transferred into the pooled account by the Treasury Manager on a regular basis. 
The bank accounts are interest bearing. 

The Treasury Manager uses bank reports daily to monitor cash balances. Idle cash balances are 
kept at a minimum with any excess funds being invested. Projections of major cash flows are 
made to determine the investment of funds not immediately required to pay County debts. The 
Director of the Office of Management and Budget has ultimate responsibility for investing idle 
funds. County investments include certificates of deposit, money market accounts and treasury 
bills. Deposits in excess of FDIC insurance are collateralized by securities purchased in the 
County's name and held by third party custodians. The custodians adjust the collateral maintained 
and notify the County of the changes based upon a monthly review. The Office of Management 
and Budget maintains records verifying collateral balances are sufficient.

Risk Financing 
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The County is self-insured for general liability and property loss. Commercial insurance is 
purchased for losses more than $50,000. Payment of claims is provided by annual 
appropriations based on claim payment experience and recognition of liability amounts. 

The County administers a workers' compensation pool. Pool costs are distributed to the fifteen 
participant municipalities, including the County. Cost allocation is based on the participant's 
assessed property valuation and claim experience. 

The .County maintains self-insured health insurance. Health care benefits are financed by 
County and employee contributions to the plan. The County's contribution, which amounted to 
approximately $30.0 million for the year, is determined by rates approved by the County 
Legislature and based upon advice from plan consultants and the Risk Manager. Rates 
incorporate experience, fund liabilities and projected reserve level. 

The County participates in a self-insured unemployment insurance plan. The New York 
Department of Labor acts as the third-party administrator. 

Additional information on the County's risk management activities can be found in Note 12 to the 
financial statements. 

Pension and Other Postemployment Benefits 

Substantially all full-time employees of the County are members of the New York State and 
Local Retirement System (the "System"). The System is a cost-sharing multiple employer public 
employee retirement plan. The System is non-contributory with respect to employees hired prior 
to July 27, 1976. Employees hired after July 27, 1976 must contribute 3% of gross annual salary 
toward the cost of the retirement program until they attain ten years in the retirement system, at 
such time the employee contribution ceases. 

On December 10, 2009, the Governor signed into law a new Tier 5. The law is effective for new 
ERS employees hired on or after January 1, 2010. New employees will now contribute 3% of 
their salaries with no provision for these contributions to cease after a certain period of service. 
In addition, a new Tier 6 group has also been created. Any employee hired after April 1, 2012 
will have scaling contribution rates based on annual salary. From April 1, 2012 until March 31, 
2013 all Tier 5 employees contributed 3% of their reportable salaries. Starting April 1, 2013, the 
Tier 6 contribution rate became dependent upon employee's annual wage. More details are 
available in Note 1 O of this financial statement. 

In addition, certain employees of SUNY Broome are members of either the New York State 
Employees Retirement System or the New York State Teachers Retirement System. 

Postemployment health benefits are provided to qualifying retired County employees with at 
least ten years of service or those on disability retirement if hired prior to January 1, 2012. Both 
the County and the College recognizes and funds such expenditures as incurred. During 2020 
expenditures were approximately $14.6 million for County retirees. 

Any employee, former employee or elected official first hired or taking office on or after January 
1, 2012 would require a cumulative 20 years of full time equivalent employment or service and 
must have been enrolled in the County's health insurance plan for a cumulative minimum of 10 
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years with 2 of those years of enrollment immediately preceding their retirement. For purposes 
of determining eligibility any employee, former employee or elected official who was employed or 
took office prior to January 1, 2012 and is rehired or takes office after a break in employment or 
service on or after January 1, 2012 shall not be considered as first hired or taking office after 
January 1, 2012.

Report on the Financial Statements 

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the 
business-type activities, the aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund, 
and the aggregate remaining fund information of the County of Broome, New York (the 
"County"), as of and for the year ended December 31, 2020 (with the Broome Community 
College for the year ended August 31, 2020), and the related notes to the financial statements, 
which collectively comprise the County's basic financial statements as listed in the table of 
contents. 

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

The County's management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these 
financial statements in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United 
States of America; this includes the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control 
relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free from 
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 

Auditor's Responsibility 

Our responsibility is to express opinions on these financial statements based on our audit. We 
did not audit the financial statements of the Broome County Local Development Corporation 
("LDC") and the Broome County Land Bank Corporation ("LBC"), which represents 0.3% and 
0.6% of the assets, respectively, and 0.6% and 0.7% of revenues, respectively, of the business­
type activities. We did not audit the financial statements of SUNY Broome (the "College") and 
Broome County Industrial Development Agency ("IDA"), which are considered to be discretely 
presented component units and represent 84.9% and 14.9%, respectively, of the assets, and 
98.0% and 1.5%, respectively, of the revenues of the aggregate discretely presented component 
units. Those financial statements were audited by other auditors whose reports thereon have 
been furnished to us, and our opinion, insofar as it relates to the amounts included for the LDC, 
LBC, College, and IDA, is based solely on the reports of such other auditors. We conducted our 
audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America. 
Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance 
about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatement. 
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An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and 
disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor's 
judgment, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial 
statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor 
considers internal control relevant to the entity's preparation and fair presentation of the financial 
statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not 
for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity's internal control. 
Accordingly, we express no such opinion. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness 
of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by 
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements. 

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a 
basis for our audit opinions. 

Opinions 

In our opinion, based on our audit and the reports of the other auditors, the financial statements 
referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the respective financial position of the 
governmental activities, the business-type activities, the aggregate discretely presented 
component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the County, 
as of December 31, 2020, and the respective changes in financial position and, where 
applicable, cash flows thereof and the respective budgetary comparison of the General Fund for 
the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United 
States of America. 

Other Matters 

Required Supplementary Information 

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the 
Management's Discussion and Analysis and other Required Supplementary Information, as 
listed in the table of contents, be presented to supplement the basic financial statements. Such 
information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the 
Governmental Accounting Standards Board, who considers it to be an essential part of financial 
reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or 
historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures to the required supplementary 
information in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing the 
information and comparing the information for consistency with management's responses to our 
inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit of 
the basic financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the 
information because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express 
an opinion or provide any assurance. 
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Other Information 

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that 
collectively comprise the County's basic financial statements. The Introductory Section, 
Supplementary Information, Other Information and Statistical and Economic Data Section, as 
listed in the table of contents, are presented for the purpose of additional analysis and are not a 
required part of the basic financial statements. 

The Supplementary Information, as listed in the table of contents, are the responsibility of 
management and were derived from and relate directly to the underlying accounting and other 
records used to prepare the basic financial statements. Such information has been subjected to 
the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and certain 
additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the 
underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the 
basic financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with 
auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America by us and the other 
auditors. In our opinion, the Supplementary Information, as listed in the table of contents, are 
fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the basic financial statements as a whole. 

The Introductory Section, Other Information and Statistical and Economic Data Section, as listed 
in the table of contents, have not been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit 
of the basic financial statements and, accordingly, we do not express an opinion or provide any 
assurance on them.

Management's Discussion and Analysis (Unaudited) 
For the Year Ended December 31, 2020 

The County of Broome's (the "County") Financial Section presents Management's Discussion and 
Analysis (MD&A) on the County's financial performance during the 2020 fiscal year. It is intended 
to be an easily readable analysis of the financial activities of the County, focusing on the current 
activities, known facts, and their impact. The results, both positive and negative, are discussed. 
To properly evaluate the County's position, the MD&A should be read in conjunction with 
additional information that we have furnished in the County's financial statements. 

Financial Highlights 

• The County's primary government liabilities and deferred inflows of resources exceeded its 
assets and deferred outflows of resources at the close of fiscal year 2020 by $238,517,110 
(net position). This amount includes $16,617,181 that is restricted for specific purposes 
(restricted net position), $163,404,398 net investment in capital assets and an unrestricted 
net deficit of ($418,538,689). 

• The County's primary government total net position increased during 2020 by $13,472,961. 
The increase was the result of an increase in governmental activities of $7,414,567 and an 
increase in business-type activities of $6,058,394. 

♦ As of December 31, 2020, the County's governmental funds had combined fund balances of 
($9,148,782), a decrease of $240,652 from 2019. 

• The combined assigned and unassigned fund balances for the County's General Fund was 
$18,221,437 at the end of 2020. This is approximately 5.2% of the total 2020 expenditures 
and transfers out for the general fund. 

Overview of the Financial Statements 

The County's basic financial statements are comprised of three components: (1) government­
wide financial statements, (2) fund financial statements, and (3) the accompanying notes to the 
basic financial statements. The notes further explain and support the basic financial statements. 
The County presents two types of financial statements with different views of the County. 

Government-wide financial statements are the first two statements. These statements are 
designed to provide readers with a broad overview of the County's finances, in a manner like a 
private-sector business. These statements present a long-term view of the County's finances. 
Government-wide presentations use the accrual basis of accounting. Under the accrual basis, 
revenues are recorded at the time they are earned, and expenses are recorded at the time 
liabilities are incurred. 
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Both statements differentiate functions of the County that are principally supported by taxes and 
intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities) from functions that are intended to recover 
part or all their costs through user fees and charges (business-type activities). Governmental 
activities include general government, education, public safety, health, transportation, economic 
assistance, culture and recreation, and home and community services. The business-type 
activities include public transportation, the nursing home, solid waste management, the airport, 
and economic assistance. 

The government-wide statements not only include Broome County itself, known as the primary 
government, but also the legally separate SUNY Broome, the Broome County Industrial 
Development Agency, and Broome County Soil & Water Conservation District, which the County 
is financially accountable. Financial information for the College, the IDA and the District is 
reported separately (discretely) from the primary government itself. Additionally, the Broome 
County Land Bank Corporation and the Broome County Local Development Corporation are 
reported as component units within the business-type activities within the primary government. 
The Broome Tobacco Asset Securitization Corporation, although also legally separate functions 
for all practical purposes is reported as a County department and therefore has been included as 
an integral part (blended) of the primary government. 

The statement of net position presents information on all the County assets, liabilities and 
deferred inflows and outflows of resources, with the difference reported as net position. Net 
position signifies the financial position of the County and over lime, increases or decreases may 
serve as a useful indicator whether the financial position of the County is improving or 
deteriorating. To assess the overall financial health of the County, it is also necessary to consider 
non-financial factors such as changes in the property tax base. 

The statement of activities presents information showing how the County's net position changed 
during the most recent fiscal year. All changes in net position are reported as soon as the 
underlying event giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of the timing of related cash flows. 
Thus, revenues and expenses are reported in this statement for some items that will only result in 
future period cash flows (e.g. uncollected taxes and earned but unused vacation and sick leave). 

The government-wide financial statements can be found on pages 49-51 of this report. 

Fund financial statements focus on the major funds of the County in more detail than the 
government-wide financial statements. A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to 
maintain control over resources that are segregated for specific activities or objectives. The 
County, like other state and local governments, uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate 
compliance with finance-related requirements. The County's funds can be divided into three 
types: governmental funds, proprietary funds, and fiduciary funds. 

Governmental funds are used to account for the functions reported as governmental activities in 
the government-wide statements. However, unlike the government-wide financial statements, 
governmental funds financial statements focus on near-term inflows and outflows of expendable 
resources as well as what expendable resources remain to fund future activities. Such information 
may be useful in evaluating the County's near-term financial requirements. 

Because the focus of the governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide 
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statements, it is useful to compare the information presented for governmental funds with similar 
information presented for governmental activities in the government-wide statements. By doing 
so, readers may better understand the long-term impact of the County's near-term financing 
decisions. Both the governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental fund statement of 
revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balance provide a reconciliation to facilitate this 
comparison. 

The County maintains ten individual governmental funds. Information is presented separately in 
the governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental fund statement of revenues, 
expenditures, and changes in fund balances for the General Fund, Capital Projects Fund, Debt 
Service Fund and BTASC fund. Data for the other six funds is combined into a single aggregated 
presentation. Individual fund data for each of these nonmajor governmental funds is provided in 
the form of combining statements, which are included in the Combining Individual Fund Financial 
Statements and Schedules section. 

The governmental fund financial statements can be found on pages 52-57 of this report. 

Proprietary funds consist of enterprise and internal service funds. The enterprise funds are used 
to report the same functions presented as business-type activities in the government-wide 
statements. The Department of Transportation, Willow Point Nursing Home, Solid Waste 
Management, and Aviation are considered major funds. Data for the other two enterprise funds 
are combined into a single aggregated presentation and are considered nonmajor enterprise 
funds. All the enterprise funds are presented on the full accrual basis of accounting. 

Although a type of proprietary fund, the internal service funds provide services primarily to other 
County departments. They are allocated on the government-wide statements between 
govemmental and business-type activities. They are presented as nonmajor funds in a single 
aggregated presentation on the proprietary fund statements. Individual fund data for each of the 
internal service funds is provided in the form of combining statements, which are included in the 
Combining Individual Fund Financial Statements and Schedules. 

Because the internal service funds are allocated between the governmental and business-type 
activities on the government-wide statements, both the proprietary fund statement of net position 
and statement of revenues, expenses, and changes in net position provide a reconciliation to 
facilitate comparison with similar information presented for business-type activities in the 
government-wide statements. 

Proprietary funds statements provide the same type of information as the government-wide 
statements, only in more detail. 

The proprietary fund financial statements can be found on pages 58-61 of this report. 

Fiduciary funds are used to account for those resources the County maintains only as a trustee, 
or fiduciary, for the benefit of others, to whom those resources belong. All the fiduciary funds held 
by the County are Custodial funds. Custodial funds are held on behalf of others and involve the 
receipt, temporary investment, and remittance of the resources to individuals, private 
organizations, or other governments. Fiduciary funds held by the County are not reflected in the 
government-wide statements because the resources of those funds are not available to support 
the County's own programs. 
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The statement of fiduciary net position and statement of changes in fiduciary net position can be 
found on pages 62-63 of this report. 

Notes to the basic financial statements provide additional information that is essential to a full 
understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements. 

The notes to the basic financial statements can be found starting on page 67 of this report. 

Other Information, in addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes 
presents required supplementary information concerning the County's net pension liability and 
the County's other postemployment benefits ("OPEB") obligation. 

Required Supplementary Information and related notes can be found on pages 141-145 of this 
report. 

Combining statements, referred to earlier, are presented as supplementary information and 
provide information on nonmajor governmental, business-type and internal service funds, and are 
presented immediately following the notes to the basic financial statements.

The largest portion of the County's total primary government net position reflects its $163.4 million 
investment in capital assets (land, buildings, infrastructure, and equipment), less the outstanding 
debt used to acquire these assets. The County uses these assets to provide services to citizens, 
consequently these assets are not available for future spending. Although the County's 
investment in capital assets are reported net of related debt, it should be noted that the resources 
needed to repay this debt must be provided from other sources, since the capital assets cannot 
be used to liquidate these liabilities. 

An additional portion of the County's total primary government net position, $16.6 million, 
represents resources that are subject to restrictions on how they may be used either by external 
entities or by enabling legislation of the County. More detailed information about the County's 
restricted net position is presented in Note 19 to the financial statements. 

The remaining portion of the primary government net position, ($418.5) million, is unrestricted. 
This deficit does not mean that the County dos not have resources available to meet its 
obligations in the ensuing year. Rather, it reflects liabilities not related to the County's capital 
assets and are not expected to be repaid from current resources. These long-term liabilities, 
presented in Note 8, are funded annually within the funds.

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Financial Analysis of the County's Funds 

As noted earlier the County uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with 
finance-related legal requirements. 

Governmental funds focus on providing information on near-term inflows and outflows of 
expendable resources as well as what expendable resources remain to fund future activities. 
Such information may be useful in evaluating the County's near-term financial requirements. 
Unassigned fund balance may serve as a useful measure of the County's net resources available 
for spending at the end of the fiscal year. 

At the end of fiscal year 2020 the County's major governmental funds reported combined fund 
balances of ($13.2) million, a decrease of $0.9 million from the prior year. Excluding the effects on 
the capital projects fund deficit, $18.2 million constitutes assigned and unassigned fund balance, 
which is available for spending at the County's discretion. The remainder of the fund balance is 
not available for spending because it is nonspendable, $2.9 million, or restricted, $12.0 million.

The general fund is the chief operating fund of the County. At the end of 2020, the unassigned 
fund balance was $8.9 million. As a measure of the fund's liquidity it may be useful to compare 
unassigned fund balance to total fund expenditures. Unassigned fund balance represents 
approximately 2.6% of the total general fund expenditures and transfers out in 2020. 

The capital projects fund has a total fund balance of ($46.3) million, all of which is considered 
unassigned. 

The debt service fund has fund balance of $1.9 million all of which is restricted. 

The BTASC fund has a fund balance of $3.0 million, all of which is restricted for debt service. 

Changes in the individual fund balances of the general fund and the major proprietary funds are 
discussed in the sections that follow.

This funding did not 
amend the County approved budget. The grant monies are additional revenues earned and 
expended based on approved programs. The increases in estimated revenues included state 
revenues of $15.2 million, federal revenues of $15.7 million, and $5.5 million in program and 
miscellaneous revenues.

The County issues debt to fund capital programs. Local Finance Law provides periods of 
probable usefulness (PPU) for each capital purpose. Debt is usually amortized over the period 
of probable usefulness. Debt may also be issued in anticipation of State or Federal 
reimbursement.

Payments totaling $5.9 million were made in 2020 on serial bonds issued in previous years of 
which $4.3 million was for governmental activities and $1.6 million for business-type activities. 

In December 2013, the Moody's Rating Report upgraded the County's outstanding general 
obligation bond rating from an A2- rating to an A2 rating with no outlook. In April 2014, Standard 
& Poor's upgraded the County's outstanding general obligation bond rating to A+ stable from a 
previous "A" rating. Both ratings were re-affirmed in January 2019 and April 2017, respectively. 
In April 2019, Standard & Poor's changed the County's rating from A+ to AA. Additionally, in April 
2020, the Moody's Investors Service has assigned a MIG 1 rating to Broome County which 
reflects the long-term credit of Broome County in the A2 long-term rating 

New York State statutes limit the amount of the general obligation debt the County may issue to 
7% of the average full valuation of its taxable real estate for the most recent five-year period. 
The current debt limitation for the County is $692,063,441. The County's current obligations 
amount to only 19.69% of the allowable debt limitation. 

In April of 2020, the County issued $25,000,000 and $29,720,000 in bond anticipation notes at 
par value with interest rates of 2.0% and 3.0% respectively as well as $13,418,000 in federally 
taxable bond anticipation notes at par value with an interest rate of 1.75%. The purpose of the 
notes is to fund various capital programs including the renovation, repair, and enhancement of 
County buildings, roads, bridges, and other facilities. 

In December of 2020, the County issued $30,600,000 of tax anticipation notes at an interest rate 
of 1.5%. The purpose of the notes is to provide moneys to meet a cash flow deficit expected to 
occur during the period the notes are outstanding. 

More detailed information about the County's short-term and long-term liabilities is presented in 
Notes 7 and 8 to the financial statements.

+ The Broome County unemployment rate at December 2020 was 8.7%. This is an 
increase from the 2019 rate of 4.7%. At December 2020, New York State and 
national rates were 10.0% and 6.7%, respectively.
