LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 10, 2008 

A Local Law Amending The Broome County Charter And Administrative 
Code To Increase The Terms Of Office Of County Legislators To Four Years 

BE IT ENACTED as follows:  
SECTION 1.  Section C202 of the Broome County Charter is hereby amended to read as 

follows:  
§C202. Terms of Office.  
The term of office of the members of the County Legislature shall be for two (2) years and 

shall begin on the first day of January immediately succeeding their election.  
Beginning with those members of the County Legislature elected at the general election in 

2012 to take office on January 1, 2013 and continuing thereafter, the terms of office of the 
members of the County Legislature shall be for four (4) years and shall begin on the first day of 
January immediately succeeding their election.  

SECTION 2.  Section A202 of the Broome County Administrative Code is hereby amended 
to read as follows:  

§A202. Terms of office.  
 The term of office of a County Legislator shall be for two years and shall begin on the first 

day of January immediately succeeding his election. 
Beginning with those members of the County Legislature elected at the general election in 

2012 to take office on January 1, 2013 and continuing thereafter, the terms of office of the 
members of the County Legislature shall be for four (4) years and shall begin on the first day of 
January immediately succeeding their election.  
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
