WHEREAS, the Central Bradford Progress Authority (the "Authority") is a body corporate 
and politic organized and existing under the provisions of the Pennsylvania Municipality 
Authorities Act, 53 Pa. Cons. Stat. §§5601 - 5622, as amended (the "Act"), having been 
incorporated by the Borough of Towanda, the Township of North Towanda, the Township of 
Towanda and the Township of Wysox, all located in Bradford County, Pennsylvania, and is 
authorized by the Act to finance projects for "hospitals" and "health centers" as defined in the Act; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Authority has requested the approval of this county (the "County") in 
connection with the issuance by the Authority of its revenue bonds, in multiple series, in a principal

Memorial Hospital, Inc. ("Lourdes"), a New York nonprofit corporation and its wholly-owned 
subsidiaries, through the assumption of its membership interest, including certain facilities and 
equipment located at various locations listed in Exhibit B attached hereto, including (a) an acute 
care hospital known as "Lourdes Hospital" located in Binghamton, New York; and (b) Lourdes 
and its affiliates' ancillary related healthcare delivery business, including equipment, located at 
outpatient clinics, medical office buildings, physician offices, and other properties and facilities; 
and (2) the payment of the costs of issuing the Bonds (the various facilities referenced above are 
referred to herein as the "Facilities"). Lourdes affiliates include Binghamton Health Corporation, 
Corbett Corporation, Lourdes Realty Company, Inc., Southern Tier Medical Care, P.C., and 
Lourdes Health & Fitness, LLC; and 

WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code (the "Code") requires the
